Overview of Position

The CPR/AED, First Aid Instructor teaches American Red Cross Health and Safety Courses.  These courses are delivered at various locations at a customer’s place of business throughout the City of Lincoln and Lancaster County and the American Red Cross Chapter House Building.

Position Responsibilities

This list is intended only as a primary illustration of various duties and responsibilities for this position.

· American Red Cross Instructors will teach the basic level CPR/AED and First Aid Course and be expected to take appropriate education (training is provided) so that they are cross trained to teach the following courses:

· Lay Responder CPR/AED

· First Aid

· Professional Rescue CPR/AED

· CPR Made Simple

· Bloodborne Pathogens

· Babysitter’s Training

· Asthma Inhalers

· Epi Pen

· Oxygen Administration

· Speak in a clear manner in order to ensure understanding from those attending the class.
· Transport, unload and set-up the necessary materials and supplies needed to teach classes to businesses and return the materials to the Chapter.

· Return all calls to the Red Cross with 24 hours.

· Complete and submit all course paperwork and records required for classes within 24 hours of completing the class.

· Must find own replacement for teaching assignments once accepted and notify the appropriate staff of instructor change.

· Dress and act in a professional manner.

· Willingness to sell ancillary accessories to customers while teaching classes.

Work Hours

Hours vary.  This is an on-call position, instructors could be asked to work zero hours one week, up to 30 hours the following week.  Classes are held during the day, evening and weekends.

Education / Experience

High School Graduate or GED Certificate.  Current certification as an American Red Cross CPR/AED, First Aid instructor is a plus.  

Skills, Abilities, Other
· The willingness to teach and work with individuals from a diverse background and on occasion work with an interpreter to teach non-English speaking students.

· Speak clearly, calmly and meaningfully.  Normal communications skills; verbal and written. 
· Frequently able to kneel and move body from kneeling position to standing position independently. 

· The ability to lift up to 30 pounds, bend, stretch, carry, climb stairs, set up and move equipment.  You will need to carry equipment from automobile to course location – possible including stairs.
· The ability to demonstrate all activities required of courses being taught.

· Provide your own transportation to customers to teach classes.  Provide a copy of your current drivers license and automobile insurance to the chapter at all times.
